Installing the oven accessories

1. Insert side racks

There is a left hand and right hand
version (see image for details).

1. Insert the rear peg into the rear
access hole provided,ensuring that
the peg is fully inserted.

2. Then locate the front peg into
the front access hole and push
in firmly.
